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3EStrategies’ CEO on Mission to the Gulf Coast
3EStrategies’ CEO, Cylvia Hayes is one of 20 Oregonians on a nine day mission to show the nation what the Gulf Coast disaster looks like from inside the Gulf.  The goal is to tell informed stories of lives and systems impacted by the greatest environmental disaster in U.S. history and to create tools that inspire choices for a more sustainable future.
The Gulf Coast oil spill is likely the largest environmental disaster caused by humans in the history of the United States.  At this point, the extent of damage to the environment and the Gulf Coast community is unknown and difficult to imagine.  
Too soon, the inevitable exhaustion of the media and public, that always follows disasters, will set in.  An alternative is to ask what we as neighbors and residents of another coastal community can do now?  The Oregon group will learn the answer to that question through first hand observation and hearing directly from Gulf Coast residents and businesses.  The team will help out on the ground, cleaning birds, offering respite to volunteers as well as bearing witness to the catastrophe to ensure that its growing impact is documented, shared and learned from.

This project will culminate in the production of a graphic travelogue of what the group saw, learned and felt.  Importantly the final documentation will contain a roadmap for individual action to minimize a second occurrence of this type of catastrophe.  The proceeds from the sale of this book, and any other money raised, will be contributed to Gulf Coast and national efforts to educate people about this catastrophe, its clean up and how to prevent this from ever happening again.
